*Remember- if the signs are the same, you add the absolute values (Numbers without the signs) and keep the sign;  If the signs are different, you subtract the smaller absolute value from the larger absolute value and keep the sign of the bigger number




	Station #2: Subtracting Integers

*Remember to Keep the sign of the first number, change the operation to addition, then change the sign of the second number. (Then, follow rules for adding integers)




	Station #3: Multiplying and Dividing Integers

· Use the “magic grid” in your notes!

*Remember, if the signs are the same, the answer is POSITIVE
*If the signs are different, the answer is NEGATIVE

*Remember, divide the numerator by the denominator.  If rounding, look at the digit to the right of the number being rounded and if the number is 5 OR MORE- Raise the number being rounded by one digit; if the number is 4 OR LESS, let the number being rounded “rest” (Keep it the same)
